Rules of the Lecture Exam

The Basics

e No writing or images on course materials, books, notes or flash cards should be visible. Place all notes
and closed books in bags on the floor.

e Make sure that you carefully pencil in all of the correct fields on the
response sheet at the top before you begin.

e Write your name and last 4 digits of your student ID on EVERY page —

e Write clearly, and remember, spelling & capitalization are
important.

e Read & answer the questions carefully.

e When you are finished, check your paper for your name, student ID# & section #, then bring it to the
front to be checked by a TA. Do not leave until your paper has been checked and cleared by a TA.
