SUBJECT TO/SUBJECTED TO
To be "subject to" something is to be susceptible to it.  "Subject" in this construction is an adjective.


AIDS patients are subject to frequent infections.


Secret agents are always subject to discovery by the enemy.


Catching a cold makes me subject to opportunistic bronchitis.


All employees were subject to drug testing (i.e., any employee could be selected for testing, but some might not be selected).

To be "subjected to" something is to have it inflicted on you.  "Subject" in this construction is usually the verb (or part of it).


The experimental plants were subjected to one of three treatments.


I will subject them to three more tomorrow.


I subject all my experimental plants to these treatments.


All employees were subjected to drug testing (i.e., every employee was tested).
