Response variable is the change in growth of a host inoculated with pure strains or pairs.  This confounds the effects of the strains on each other with their effects on the host so I don't think we can get anything from this; but if someone else disagrees, the data analysis is also pretty inscrutable--the authors simply cite Griffing, B. 1956.
