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	OTHER COMMENTS ON METHODS:

First, this is not an among-species comparison, but rather among populations (several native and invasive pops).  Second, because they end up with an unbalanced design, they do not calculate competition coefficients.  Instead, they just analyze target and neighbor effects (comp effect and response) and then analyze these with ANOVA.  Thus, no matrix is generated.
