One species is excluded in this experiment, leading to variable rections of other species (among them variation in abundance and behaviors) so I was not sure what sort of design this was. Additionally, the fitness measure I chose (biomass) was closest to actual measure (presence/absence).  

Lastly, this comparison was largely one dominant species versus all other species, and thus the results do not accuratly represent a competitive hierarchy.
