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	OTHER COMMENTS ON METHODS:

Removed a single species and have changes in abundance in response--i.e. could get one row of a matrix, excluding diagonal, from these data by fitting a population model or something--but 1) report responses in two groups of species and 2) aren't close to fitting a model anyway.
