Community of insects in water-filled bracts of 2 different species of Heliconia.  For each environment, raw and standardized matrix given.  Also the authors give two versions of each of these: one with statistically insig. values set to 0, the other a  "best estimate" ignoring significance.   For each there is also an estimate of the standardized matrix obtained by Levins' method using proportion of habitats occupied by each species, but the authors don't seem to trust it much so I would excluded these.
